After brief introduction of the participants and deliberations, it was decided:-

1. to hold a one day seminar at UET, Taxila in collaboration with NHA by inviting all stake holders with reference to environmental issues related to crusher plants.
2. to attract the next graduating session (07-UET) being the potential for full time MSc Engg. Program.

3. FECTO Cement representative offered the testing facilities of cement and coal for UET’s researchers.

4. NESPAK NHA, Margalla Crushers and  HMC representatives promised support for the concept of Design House/Research Innovation and Technological Development through synergy by defining charter and clear road map. 
5. a dedicated office of the “Research Innovation and Technological Development” will be established and will be functional before the third meeting of Industry-Academia Linkage.
6. PMO offered a lot of 10 (ten) fellows to be inducted in UET, Taxila full time MS/PhD Program.
7. website (link) of Industry – Academia Linkage will be active soon.
8. to arrange a visit of the participants of the third Industry – Academia Linkage meeting to the laboratories at UET, Taxila.

The following recommendations were made:-

13. to have fulltime researchers: RMC members responsible for completion of research in time at industrial setup.

14. to start Masters program in the specialization “Utility Regulation”.

15. to have participation of industrial personnel for short courses at UET, Taxila through Training Need Assessment (TNA).
16. to have a confidential cell for proprietary research without compromising the HEC policy/conditions.

17. to offer Vacuum Sciences PGD (1-year) as a separate program.
18. creation of Industrial Liaison Office (ILO) for promptness of activities in industry – Academia Linkage. 

19. to convene monthly workshop for PhD scholars.

20. small lab (vacuum) development at UET, Taxila.

The following issues were also discussed in general:-
21. sick industries.

22. commitment of top management.

23. security projects like APC, any small utility projects  like UPS etc.
24. provision of vacuum technology calibration services to industry.

25. Continuing Engineering Education (CEE).

26. the idea of vacuum equipment manufacturing to combat international embargos.

27. the idea of refurbishment/resale of old vacuum pumps.

28. joint venture with NESPAK PMO, HMC, etc.

29. Intellectual property rights.
30. the issue of research area identification based upon resource strength.

31. centre of excellence for calibration ( brochure of testing / calibration facilities) at UET Taxila.  
32. establishment of Systems Engineering Department/Program at UET.
