Stress was laid on the need for the Industry-Academia Linkage and the outcomes of such linkages for both the Industry and Academia. He explained briefly objectives of the meeting. For the detailed introduction of different departments of UET, Taxila, he invited the Focal Persons of the concerned departments for presentation of progress of their respective departments & faculties.

After the presentation by the focal persons the participants from the industry shared their views one by one. Suggestions/proposals were also made by the participants for UET Taxila.  

Some of the suggestions/proposals of the participants are as follows. 

· Dr. Murtaza Asghar Sr.Transport Specialist from Urban unit presented the following Suggestions:

a. There is need to work out detailed plan for conducting short courses/training through linkages.

b. MoU between Urban unit and UET may be signed for further collaboration.

c. Mutual fund may be established to help PhD/MSc scholars to complete their projects.

d. Visit of the teachers from UET Taxila to Urban unit should be maximized. 

· Dr. Zubair from AWC presented the following:

a. MoU between NESCOM and UET, Taxila has already been signed. 

b. Different projects are under way between AWC and UET.

c. New courses should be offered by UET Taxila so that it serves the purpose of covering the scope of scholars from AWC.

· Ch. Akthar from Chitral Engineering Suggested following:

a. MoU between Chitral Engineering and UET Taxila may be signed.

b. Students from UET should be sent for internship to Chitral Engineering.

c. Testing need (if any) from Chitral engineering may be entertained by UET free of cost.

· Mr. Muhammad Ashraf Sohail from KSB pumps presented the following:

a. MoU between KSB and UET Taxila may be signed.

b. KSB engineers may be facilitated by UET for the training on different softwares.

· Dr. Jamil Yousaf from corporate sector recommended the following:

a. UET should focus more in the Mining sector.

b. Testing Lab may be established. Standard analysis report of the samples should be provided by the Lab with reasonable charges.

· Engr. M. Saeed  from Heavy Electrical Complex recommended the following:

a. MoU between HEC and UET may be signed.

b. UET faculty should work on latest projects related with modern trends.

c.  Silicon Steel cutting machine is very costly hence there is a need for alternate solution.

· Mr. Abdul Qadeer form NESPAK presented the following:

a. A lot of students have completed their internships with NESPAK. More students should be encouraged by UET Taxila.

b. Many students are doing thesis in standard engineering through NESPAK.

c. Students with distinctions, recommended by UET will be provided jobs by NESPAK.

d. Professional training is being provided at NESPAK.

· Mr. Saeed uddin A Faruqi from ARL recommended following:

a. Students from UET will be entertained for any kind of testing at ARL.

· Dr. Muhammad Maqsood from NINVAST suggested the following:

a. Training /consultancy to the industry will be provided by NINVAST thorough Linkage already signed. 

b. NINVAST will help the industry at Hattar in the development of new Vaccum Pump through Linkage. 

c. Students from UET will be provided training at NINVAST.

· Mr. Arif Mehmood from I.D Technologies highlighted following:

a. Fifty percent employees of I.D Technologies are graduate form UET Taxila.

b. Research and Development center should be established where hardware and software should be designed /developed.

c. Students from UET, Taxila may be encouraged for internship at I.D technologies.

d. UET faculty should guide the students on modern latest projects related to industry.

e.  Recommendation on the completed projects for future work may be carried on from under graduate level to PhD level. 

· Mr. Muhammad Usman Ghani from PTCL presented the following:

a. PTCL academy will extend support for the training of UET faculty.

· Mr. Muhammad Saleem from Lafrage Cement presented the following:

a. UET Taxila should provide solution for the controlled of air pollution. 

b. UET should design standard PCL/software for use in cement industry at low cost. 

c. Testing lab may be established by the linkage. Standard analysis reports of the samples should be provided by the Lab with nominal charges.

· Mr. Qazi Tallat from Federal Flood Commission suggested following:

a. Technical Database may be established about water resources in Pakistan for the retrieval of information as per need.

· Dr. Rubina Kausar from NHA suggested the following:

a. Socio – economical dimensions of the projects should be included in the curriculum.  

b. NHA offered internship for the students of UET, Taxila.

· Brig. Dr. Abdul Ghafoor from NUST recommended the following:

a. Students of UET should be encouraged to design projects that are related with our own environment. 

· Mr. Azhar Munir from AWC presented the following:

a. MoU between NESCOM and UET, Taxila has already been signed.

b. Technology Resource Center should be established at UET.

c. I.T center for the development of the database should be established at UET, Taxila. 

d. A well deliberated list of projects is worked out for presenting to NESCOM.

· Dr. Shabir Ahmed from PARC Islamabad presented the following: 

a. PARC will provide funding for the feasible research projects 

· Mr. Mehmood Lohdi from I.T oriental suggested:

a. Defective computers and I.T related parts/equipment may be forwarded to I.T oriental.

· Mr. Zameer Kazmi from NDC presented the following:

a. NDC offers free available testing services to UET students.

· Representative from Crusher Industry presented the following:

a. Crusher Industry will help UET students in the successful completion of projects related to crusher industry.

b. These projects may help the crusher industry to eliminate environmental pollution problems

      After the discussions, worthy Vice Chancellor presented his view point as follows.

a. Next industry Academia Linkage meeting will be held in August 2012.

b. Such meetings should be held biannually.

c. Departmental meeting to be held within the departments on quarterly basis.

d. Projects assigned to UET Taxila by the Cement Industry will be financially shared by Cement Industry and UET, Taxila.

e. Industry may directly coordinate with the relevant department of UET Taxila for their problems/projects.

f. He  appreciated the suggestions regarding socio-economic dimensions

g. Participants were requested to forward the list of finalized problems/projects to Industry Academia Linkage by the end of March 2012.

After the meeting participants were taken to different departments to see the research facilities/laboratories.
